THE FEAST OF THE HOLY FAMILY 
The Feast of the Holy Family celebrates the human family unit, as 

well as the ultimate family unit: Jesus, Mary, and Joseph. The feast 

is usually celebrated on the Sunday after Christmas. If Christmas is 

a Sunday, then the feast is celebrated on December 30th. 

 

The Holy Family is the name given to the family unit of Jesus: The 

Divine Son of God Jesus, his mother the Virgin Mary, and his fos-

ter-father Joseph. We know very little about the life of the Holy 

Family through the canonical Gospels. They speak of the early 

years of the Holy Family, including the birth of Jesus in Bethle-

hem, the flight into Egypt, and the finding of Jesus in the temple.  

 
The Feast of the Holy Family is not just about the Holy Family, but 

about our own families too. The main purpose of the Feast is to 

present the Holy Family as the model for all Christian families, and 

for domestic life in general. Our family life becomes sanctified 

when we live the life of the Church within our homes. This is 

called the "domestic church" or the "church in miniature." St. John 

Chrysostom urged all Christians to make each home a "family 

church," and in doing so, we sanctify the family unit. Just how 

does one live out the Church in the family? The best way is by 

making Christ the center of family and individual life. Ways to do 

this include: reading scripture regularly, praying daily, attending 

Mass at least on Sundays and Holy Days of Obligation, imitating 

the actions of the Holy Family, going to confession frequently, and 

so forth, all done together as a family unit.  A family that prays 

together, stays forever!
